SECTION 2

CONSTITUTION
ARTICLE I

NAME 
The name of this organization shall be know as THE CENTRAL MIDGET HOCKEY LEAGUE inc. hereinafter referred to as NB CENTRAL MIDGET HOCKEY LEAGUE or CMHL and/or LEAGUE (If any question arises as to interpretation of the LIGUE CENTRALE de HOCKEY MIDGET du N. -B. by‑law and constitution, this original English version will prevail).

ARTICLE II

DEFINITION 
2.1
The following are definitions of terms used by the CENTRAL MIDGET HOCKEY LEAGUE inc. and referred to in the by‑laws.

TERRITORY 

2.2
Shall refer to the boundaries of THE CENTRAL MIDGET HOCKEY LEAGUE inc., which comprises teams from within the Province of New Brunswick and Hockey NB approved teams from outside the province.

PROPER ORGANIZATIONS 

2.3
Shall refer to all levels of administration. Such bodies would be:


1. Canadian Hockey Association (CHA)


2. Hockey New Brunswick (HNB)


3. New Brunswick Minor Hockey Council (NBMHC)


4. New Brunswick Hockey Officials Association (NBHOA)


5. New Brunswick Hockey Coaches Council (NBHCC)


6. New Brunswick High School Hockey Estate (NBHSHE)


7. Atlantic Universities Athletic Association (AUAA)

DIVISION 

2.4
Shall refer to grouping of all teams according to location such as: NORTH, EAST, WEST, SOUTH, CENTRAL CONFERENCE and/or AA, A, B and not necessarily on the basis of their classification as established by the NBMHC for the purpose of dividing teams.

ARTICLE III

AMENDMENTS 
3.1
Amendments and/or alterations to the constitution can be made every year at the Annual General Meeting to be held before October 31, after specific notice is given in writing to either of the two (2) designated league statisticians, and then only by a two‑thirds (2/3) majority of the member teams. Such notice must be submitted in writing at least five (5) days prior to the date of the Annual General Meeting.

3.2
Amendments and/or alterations to the constitution made at the Annual General Meeting of the NB CMHL, shall take effect immediately.

3.3 Notice of motion may be submitted by member teams and league executive members.

SECTION 3

BY‑LAWS
BY-LAW ONE

MEMBERSHIP 
1.1
Membership in the CENTRAL MIDGET HOCKEY LEAGUE inc. shall include three (3) classes of members: (a) active, (b) associate, and (c) life.

ACTIVE MEMBERSHIP 

1.2
(a)
Active members shall be those in good standing (paid member teams).


(b)
The active membership shall be open to all teams meeting the requirements of the League and duly registered under the midget category of the NBMHC, and who desire to partake in an organized hockey league.


(c)
A team may become a member of the League by making application on a prescribed form (form 1), and send to either one of the designated league statisticians of the NBCMHL, and shall be accompanied by the annual registration fee.


(d)
The team registration fee shall be determined by the active membership. The membership shall run from October of each year to September of the following year.


(e)
Each comprising team shall have an executive to be known as the team executive, made up of not less than two (2) responsible persons (other than the manager and coach) from the area where the team plays its home games.


(f)
Member teams shall not alter in any manner whatsoever the conditions of their operation during the season unless such alterations are done in accordance with the provisions of the NBCMHL.


(g)
Each of the participating teams shall be issued a certificate (form 2) duly signed by the president and recording secretary of the NBCMHL indicating that said team is a member in good standing. Such certificate shall be called a franchise and shall be issued upon acceptance by a majority vote of member teams, and shall be transferable only by an unanimous vote by member teams at the Annual General Meeting or a special meeting called for that purpose.


(h)
Franchise teams shall be entitled to have three (3) representatives at any league meeting, one(1) representative from each team shall be entitled to vote, and prior to the commencement of the meeting, each team shall indicate to the chairperson who their voting representative shall be for that meeting.


(i)
Franchise teams shall not refuse to play another team within the league but should have a vote on the schedule.


(j)
Team executive members shall be eligible for associate membership and shall include managers, coaches, players and/or minor hockey association representatives. 


ASSOCIATE MEMBERSHIP 

1.3
(a)
All interested persons can apply for associate membership.


(b)
The active membership and executive officers of the NBCMHL can also recommend associate membership, and a two‑thirds (2/3) majority by the member teams is the method of adoption.


(c)
Associate members shall be those interested in furthering the aims and objectives of the NBCMHL and who desire to assist in promoting and working of the NBCMHL and hockey teams.


(d)
Associate members shall take part in any discussion or debate and have all privileges of the floor, but shall not be entitled to vote, except for the President in order to break a tie.

LIFE-MEMBERSHIP 

1.4
(a)
Life-membership is the highest honour that can be bestowed by this league and is awarded only for very distinctive services to the league.


(b)
All members can nominate someone for life membership. Executive officers of the NBCMHL shall elect the life member by two‑thirds (2/3) majority vote.


(c)
Life members shall have the privilege to serve on all committees in an advisory capacity, but they shall not be permitted to vote.


(d)
Name of life member(s) shall be added in the constitution.


(e)
Life members are:

BY‑LAW TWO

CONDUCT 
2.1
Any member who accepts membership shall be deemed to abide by the provisions of the constitution, by‑laws, rules and regulations of the NBCMHL. Where any matter not dealt with in the constitution, by‑laws, rules and regulations of the league, the NBMHC, HNB Hand‑Book and/or the CHA playing rules shall apply. Any matter that shall arise and not covered in any of the above shall be dealt with at a league meeting by a majority vote of the member teams. Where a dispute arises over any matter covered by the constitution, by‑laws, rules and regulations of the league, and if said matter is in conflict with the NBMHC, HNB and/or the CHA Hand‑Book playing shall take preference. 

2.2
It shall be the duty of every member of the NBCMHL to conduct himself/herself at all times.

BY‑LAW THREE

EXPULSION OF MEMBERS 
3.1
The active membership shall have the power by vote of three‑quarter (3/4) of the voting members, to expel any member, whose conduct for notorious acts of foul play, un-gentlemanly‑like conduct, individually or collectively, on or off the ice. In any arena where a hockey game is being played, or at any meeting, gathering in the interest of the game, for any persistent infringement of the laws of the game, and who hurts the reputation of the NBCMHL and hockey in general. 

3.2
In the event of expulsion, the expelled member may place the issue on the agenda of next Annual General Meeting. He shall have the opportunity to speak to the motion, which may be made at that time, to re‑admit the expelled member.

3.3
Any recourse to the courts of any jurisdiction by any member and/or individual before all rights and remedies of the constitution and by‑laws of the league, the NBMHC and the HNB and of the CHA have been exhausted shall be deemed un-gentlemanly conduct within the meaning of these by‑laws and violation thereof and may result in the immediate suspension and disqualification of any such member and/or individual.

BY‑LAW FOUR

LEAGUE OFFICERS THEIR DUTY AND POWERS. 
4.1
(a)
The Executive Officers of the NBCMHL shall be the President, Executive Director, Vice‑President, Recording Secretary, Treasurer and Directors. The officers shall serve a term of one(1) year and be eligible for re‑election.


(b)
There must be at least two executive members from each conference.

EXECUTIVE OFFICERS 

4.2
(a)
It shall be the duty of Executive Officers to ensure that all provisions of the constitution, by‑laws, rules and regulations of the NBCMHL are complied with by the membership.


(b)
The powers and duties of the Executive Officers of the NBCMHL during its term of office shall be: to conduct the business of the league, to raise funds for the day to day operations, authorizing expenditures in connection therewith, to fill any vacancies which may occur, to interpret the constitution, by‑laws, rules and regulations, to issue or revoke franchises with notice of such action, to re‑admit by resolution, and unanimous vote of the suspension, to accept or reject any applications, and to place teams in categories or groups, as regulated by the constitution, by‑laws, to hear and determine all protest, to fine, suspend or expel a team, team officials, or a player for notorious acts of foul play, un-gentlemanly‑like conduct, individually or collectively, on or off the ice. In any arena where a hockey game is being played, or at meeting, gathering in the interest of the game, for any persistent infringement of the laws of the game or the rules and regulations of the NBCMHL.


(c)
NBCMHL executive has the option to appoint a chairman of the board or any other position during the season provided there is a 2/3 majority approval from the executive members.
PRESIDENT 

4.3
(a)
The President shall be chief officer of the NBCMHL. He shall preside at all meetings of the league, but in his absence, he shall designate the Vice‑President to be Chairperson. 


(b)
The President, or in his absence, the Executive Director shall sign all disbursements of the NBCMHL funds and all such disbursements have been properly approved by the Executive Officers, and/or member teams.


(c)
The President, in addition to his own powers, conferred upon him by the constitution and by‑laws, in case of urgency, at his discretion, may exercise all the duties and powers of the Executive Officers of the NBCMHL; it being understood that such action or actions be referred to the Executive Officers of the NBCMHL for final approval or rejection.


(d)
The President has the power in the event of an urgent matter, to take a telephone poll of the member teams and/or the executive officers of the league, and that such procedure must be rectified and confirmed at the first league meeting following the taking of such a telephone vote.


(e)
The President may order the calling of a special meeting of this league or its committee's.


(f)
The President or his appointee shall be the official representative of the NBCMHL on matters dealing with outside interest.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR 

4.4
(a)
The Executive Director shall have the general and active management of the business of the NBCMHL, and to act as statistician. 


(b)
The Executive Director shall see that all orders and resolutions of the league are carried into effect.


(c)
The Executive Director shall keep on file all information forwarded to the league, and to have such information readily available for use of the executive officers.


(d)
The Executive Director shall attend all executive and league meetings. He shall keep an up‑to‑date records of names, address, phone numbers, etc. of all members of the NBCMHL.


(e)
The Executive Director shall relieve the executive officers of all routine duties and assists in other general duties as the need arises.


(f)
The Executive Director may delegate some of his/her duties, from time to time, as he see fit.


VICE‑PRESIDENT 

4.5
(a)
The Vice‑President shall act as President in his/her absence, and in case of death or resignation of the President, shall succeed the President for his/her un-expired term.


(b)
The Vice‑President shall forward to the President of the HNB two (2) copies of the leagues constitution, by‑laws, rules and regulations by May 15 and league schedule by November 15 of each year (see by‑law 4.8e).


(c)
The Vice‑President shall be the Protest Committees chairperson.

(d)  
There can be more than one (1) Vice‑President.


RECORDING SECRETARY

4.6
(a)
The Recording Secretary shall attend all sessions of the executive meetings and those of the NBCMHL. He shall act as clerk thereof, and record all votes and minutes of proceeding in the book kept for that purpose.


(b)
The Recording Secretary shall prepare and provide copies of minutes to be distributed to member teams and executive officers of the NBCMHL, to read the minutes to the assembly for approval.

TREASURER 

4.7
(a)
The Treasurer shall received all monies of the league and deposit it in a charted bank selected by the Finance Committee. He shall properly account for the funds of the NBCMHL and pay all bills duly approved by the Finance Committee.


(b)
The Treasurer shall present a detailed account of receipts and disbursements to the Finance Committee whenever requested. 


(c)
The Treasurer shall prepare for submission to the Annual General Meeting of the NBCMHL, a statement of account, subject to audit at the discretion the Finance Committee.


(d)
The Treasurer shall countersign all cheque of the NBCMHL.


(e)
The Treasurer shall forward the appropriate registration form and fee to the HNB by May 15 of each year (see by‑law 4.5b).


(f)
The Treasurer shall bring to the attention of the member teams, when the bank account balance reaches a minimum of fifty dollars ($50.00 ) for additional funds, an account to be determined by the Finance Committee, in order to assure the continuity of the league and cover further expenditures related to operation of the NBCMHL.


(g)
The Treasurer shall bring all capital expenditures over five hundred dollars ($500.00) to the active membership for authorization. 

RECORDING SECRETARY and TREASURER 

4.8
(a)
The office of the Recording Secretary and Treasurer may be held by one(1) and the same person, and when these responsibilities are so held, that person shall be entitled to only one(1) voice at any executive sessions.


DIRECTORS 

4.9
(a)
The Directors may be assigned by the President to fulfill the duties of committee or council member, and/or become it's chairperson, division coordinator, be the league referee‑in‑chief, or the Technical Advisor of the NBCMHL.


(b)
Directors assuming the position of division coordinator of the NBCMHL shall work in cooperation with the designated league statistician(s).


(c)
Directors assuming the position of committee and/or council member shall work with its chairperson.


(d)
Directors assuming the position of committee and/or council chairperson shall work with the President, Vice‑President and/or Executive Director.


(d)
Directors assuming the position of the league referee‑in‑chief shall become chairperson of the Officiating Council.


(e)
Directors assuming the position of Technical Advisor shall become chairperson of the Development Council.


PAST PRESIDENT 

4.10
(a)
The Past President shall assist the officers of the NBCMHL and provide advice and council.

BY‑LAW FIVE

MEETINGS OF LEAGUE AND COMMITTEES 
5.1
(a)
The President calls all meeting of the NBCMHL and its COMMITTEES.


(b)
The NBCMHL shall hold its Organizational Meeting in the month of September or October of each year and its Annual General Meeting in the month of October at a place and time to be determined by the President.

(c) Ten (10) days prior written notice shall be given to each voting member and executive officers of the league of any organizational, annual general and/or special league meetings.

(d) The president has forty-eight (48) hours to call a special league meeting dealing with an urgent matter.


(e)
A quorum for all league meetings shall consist of fifty (50%) percent plus one (1) member of voting members.


(f)
The order of business at Annual General Meeting shall be:



1. Roll call of voting members and call to order.



2. Reading of the minutes of the last meeting.



3. Adoption of minutes of last meeting. 



4. Business arising out of the minutes.



5. President's report.



6. Reports of committees.



7. Election of executive.



8. General and new business.



9. Constitutional amendments.



10. Adjournment.


(g)
The agenda shall be circulated to all members of the league at least ten (10) days prior to the Organizational, Annual General and/or Special League meetings.


(h)
Only active members shall speak at meetings of the league, all others must have permission of the President.


(i)
At all meetings of the league the "Bourinot's rules of order" will prevail (appendix A).

BY‑LAW SIX

VOTING 
6.1
All member teams may appoint their local NBMHC district director as their proxy vote at any NBCMHL meeting; otherwise no proxy vote shall be accepted.

6.2
In the event of a tie in voting, the president shall cast the deciding vote.

6.3
Voting shall be by a show of hands except for the election of officers.

BY‑LAW SEVEN

ELECTIONS 
7.1
Nominations shall be given at the Annual General Meeting, a majority vote of fifty (50%) percent plus one (1) member of the voting members is sufficient and election shall be by secret ballot.

7.2
The newly elected officers shall take immediately upon their election.

BY‑LAW EIGHT

AMENDMENTS 
8.1
These by‑laws may be amended by an extraordinary resolution by member teams. The proposed amendment shall be submitted in writing (form 3) to either one of the designated league statisticians five (5) days before being submitted to the annual general meeting of the league. 

8.2
For the purpose of these by‑laws an extraordinary resolution means a resolution passed by two‑thirds (2/3) of the member teams, as are present at the Annual General Meeting of which notice has been duly given specifying the intention to propose a resolution as an extraordinary resolution.

SECTION 4

LIST OF APPENDICES
APPENDIX A

RULES OF ORDER 
The following are the regulations for the government of the NBCMHL during the time of business, and the business shall be disposed of in the following order:

  1 ) No member shall speak twice on the same subject without permission of the chair, unless in explanation, or the mover in reply.

  2 ) A member desiring to speak or submit a motion shall respectfully address the chair, and shall confine his remarks to  the question, and shall not be interrupted unless upon a point of order.

  3 ) Upon a point of order being raised while a member is speaking, or when called to order by the presiding officer, he shall at once take his seat, then the point of order shall be stated by the members objecting. The presiding officer shall decide there upon without debate, and the member may then proceed.

  4 ) No amendment to a motion shall be in order after an amendment to an amendment.

  5 ) When a motion is under debate, no motion shall be entertained except to lay on the table, or amend, and these motions shall take precedence in order named.

  6 ) A amendment which entirely changes the subject of the original motion shall not be entertained as an amendment or substituted for the motion under debate.

  7 ) No member, except one who has voted with the majority, shall be allowed to move for a reconsideration, and in this connection the word majority shall apply to the vote by which the question was first decided.

  8 ) After the motion has been stated by the presiding officer, it becomes the property of the CMHL, but may be withdrawn at any time previous to the amendment unless objected to by a member.

  9 ) There shall be no debate upon any question after it has been put by the presiding officer.

10 ) That in the election of officers, all nominations shall be called three times from the chair.
